The chart below shows 
you how to calculate total equivalent ductwork length using 
the approximate feet of equivalent length of some typical 
duct pieces.

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 Find the studs, using one of the following methods:
 A.  Stud finder.

OR
 B.  Use a hammer to tap lightly across the mounting 

surface to find a solid sound. This will indicate  
a stud location.

 After locating the stud(s), find the center by probing  
the wall with a small nail to find the edges of the stud. 
Then place a mark halfway between the edges.  
The center of any adjacent studs should be 16�s or 24�s 
from this mark.

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DETERMINING MOUNTING PLATE LOCATION UNDER YOUR CABINETC

Your cabinets may have decorative trim that interferes 
with the microwave oven installation. You may need to 
remove the decorative trim to install the microwave oven 
properly and to make it level.

THE MICROWAVE OVEN MUST BE LEVEL. 
Use a level to make sure the cabinet bottom is level.

If the cabinets have a front overhang, install the 
mounting plate down the same distance as the front 
overhang depth. This will keep the microwave oven level.

 Measure the inside depth of the front overhang.

 Draw a horizontal line on the back wall an equal  
distance below the cabinet bottom as the inside depth 
of the front overhang.

 For this type of installation with front overhang, 
align the mounting tabs with this horizontal line, not 
touching the cabinet bottom as described in Step D.
