Do not lift the cooktop. Lifting the cooktop can lead to damage and
improper operation of the range.

Do not operate the cooktop when there is no cookware. If the
cooktop operates without a cookware, the control knob will become hot.

Never use the glass cooktop surface as a cutting board.

Use care when touching the cooktop. The glass surface of the
cooktop will retain heat after the controls have been turned off.

Be careful when placing spoons or other stirring utensils on glass
cooktop surface when it is in use. They may become hot and could
cause burns.

Use proper pan sizes. This appliance is equipped with surface units of
different size. Select utensils having at bottoms large enough to cover
the surface unit heating element. The use of undersized utensils will
expose a portion of the heating element to direct contact and may result
in ignition of clothing. Proper relationship of utensil to burner will also
improve ef ciency.

Glazed cooking utensils. Only certain types of glass, glass/ceramic,
ceramic,earthenware, or other glazed utensils are suitable for range-top
service without breaking due to the sudden change in temperature.

For ef cient cooking,
turn off the element several minutes before cooking is complete. This will allow residual heat to
complete the cooking process.

Radiant elements have a limiter that allows the element to cycle ON and OFF, even at the Hl
setting. This helps to prevent damage to the ceramic cooktop. Cycling at the HI setting is
normal and can occur if the cookware is too small for the radiant element or if the cookware
bottom is not at.

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CHOOSING THE PROPER COOKWARE

What your cookware is made of determines how evenly and quickly heat is transferred from the surface
element to the pan bottom.

00 ALUMINUM - Excellent heat conductor. Some types of food will cause the aluminum to darken.
(Anodized aluminum cookware resists staining & pitting.). If aluminum pans are slid across the ceramic
cooktop, they may leave metal marks that resemble scratches. Remove these marks immediately.

00 COPPER - Excellent heat conductor but discolors easily. May leave metal marks on ceramic glass.

00 STAINLESS STEEL - Slow heat conductor with uneven cooking results. Is durable, easy to clean
and resists staining.

00 CAST IRON - A poor conductor; retains heat very well. Cooks evenly once cooking temperature is
reached. Not recommended for use on ceramic cooktops.

00 ENAMELWARE - Heating characteristics will vary depending on base material. Porcelain-enamel
coating must be smooth to avoid scratching ceramic cooktops.

00 GLASS - Slow heat conductor. Not recommended for ceramic cooktop surfaces because it may
scratch the glass.

I Clean your cooktop daily or after each use. This will keep your cooktop looking good and can prevent
damage.

{1 If a spillover occurs while cooking, immediately clean the spill from the cooking area while it is hot to
prevent a tough cleaning chore later. Using extreme care, wipe the spill with a clean dry towel.

07 Do not allow spills to remain on the cooking area or the cooktop trim for a long period of time.
00 Do not use abrasive cleansing powders or scouring pads, which will scratch the cooktop.
0¢ Do not use chlorine bleach, ammonia, or other cleansers not speci cally recommended for use on a

glass-ceramic surface.

Preventing marks and scratches

00 Do not use glass cookware. They may scratch the cooktop.

07 Do not place a trivet or wok ring between the cooktop and the pan. These items can mark or scratch
the cooktop.

00 Make sure the cooktop and the pan bottom are clean.

00 Do not slide metal pans across the cooktop.

Preventing stains

07 Do not use a soiled dish cloth or sponge to clean the cooktop surface. A Im will remain, which may
cause stains on the cooking surface after the area is heated.

00 Continuously cooking on a soiled surface may/will result in a permanent stain.

Preventing other damage

00 Do not allow plastic, sugar, or foods with high sugar content to melt onto the hot cooktop. Should this
happen, clean immediately.

00 Do not let a pan boil dry as this will damage the cooktop and the pan.

00 Do not cook food directly on the cooktop without the proper cookware. .

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operating the oven

THE OVEN CONTROL PANEL

READ THE INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE USING THE OVEN. For satisfactory use
of your oven, become familiar with the various features and functions of the oven as described

below. Detailed instructions for each feature and function follow later in this user manual.
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DISPLAY: Shows the time of day, oven temperature, whether the oven is in the bake, broil or
self-cleaning mode, and the times set for the timer or automatic oven operations.

NUMBER PADS: Use to set any function requiring numbers such as the time of day on the
clock, the timer, the oven temperature, the start time and length of operation for timed baking.

SET/START: Must be pressed to start any cooking or cleaning function.

CLEAR/OFF: Press to cancel all oven operations except the clock and timer, warming center.
CLOCK: Press to set the time of day.

OVEN LIGHT: Press to turn the oven light on or off.

KITCHEN TIMER ON/OFF: Press to select the timer feature.

SELF CLEAN: Press to select self-cleaning function.

STEAM CLEAN: Press to select steam-cleaning function.

.DELAY START: Use along with Bake, Cooking Time, and Self Clean pads to set the oven to

start and stop automatically at a time you set.

. COOKING TIME: Press and then use the number pads to set the amount of time you want

your food to cook. The oven will shut off when the cooking time has run out.
BROIL: Press to select the broil function.

BAKE: Press to select the bake function.

SLOW COOK: Press to select the Slow cook function.

CHICKEN NUGGETS: Press to select the Chicken Nuggets function.
PROOF: Press to select the Proof function.

CRSPY PIZZA: Press to select the Crispy Pizza function.

WARM: Press to keep cooked foods warm.

CUSTOM COOK: Press to record and recall your favorite recipe setting.
