A Clearance between top of Drawer panel and underside
of benchtop
B Height between underside of cabinetry ceiling
and underside of benchtop
C Internal height of cabinetry to top of spacer block
Drawer panel height
E Bottom face of Drawer panel to top of spacer block
(to ensure that bottom cover of product is not exposed)

To calculate D complete the following equation:
D=C+B-A-E

i.e. For the F&P prefinished panel:
476 mm = 644 mm + 18 mm -2 mm - 184 mm
