IMPORTANT: Observe all governing codes and ordinances. Do
not obstruct flow of combustion and ventilation air.

It is the installer’s responsibility to comply with installation
clearances specified on the mo del/serial/rating plate. The
model/serial/rating plate is loca ted behind the oven door on
the top right-hand side of the oven frame.

The range should be located for convenient use in the
kitchen.

Recessed installations must provide complete enclosure of
the sides and rear of the range.

To eliminate the risk of burns or fire by reaching over the
heated surface units, cabinet storage space located above
the surface units should be avoided. If cabinet storage is to
be provided, the risk can be reduced by installing a range
hood or microwave hood combination that projects
horizontally a minimum of 5" (12.7 cm) beyond the bottom of
the cabinets.

All openings in the wall or floor where range is to be installed
must be sealed.

Cabinet opening dimensions that are shown must be used.
Given dimensions are minimum clearances.

The anti-tip bracket must be inst alled. To install the anti-tip
bracket shipped with th e range, see “Install Anti-Tip Bracket”
section.

Grounded electrical supply is required. See “Electrical
Requirements” section.

Proper gas supply connection must be available. See “Gas
Supply Requirements” section.

Contact a qualified floor covering installer to check that the
floor covering can withstand at least 200°F (93°C).

Use an insulated pad or ¥4" (0.64 cm) plywood under range if
installing range over carpeting.

IMPORTANT: To avoid damage to your cabinets, check with your
builder or cabinet supplier to ma ke sure that the materials used
will not discolor, delaminate or sustain other damage. This oven
has been designed in accordance with the requirements of UL
and CSA International and complie s with the maximum allowable
wood cabinet temperatures of 194°F (90°C).



Mobile Home - Additional Installation Requirements

The installation of this range must conform to the Manufactured
Home Construction and Safety Standard, Title 24 CFR, Part 3280

IMPORTANT: If installing a range hood or microwave hood combination above the range, follow the range hood or microwave hood
combination installation instructions for dimensional clearances above the cooktop surface.

Range may be installed next to comb ustible walls with zero clearance.

This range is equipped with an electronic ignition system that will
not operate properly if plugged into an outlet that is not properly
polarized.

If codes permit and a separate ground wire is used, it is
recommended that a qualified elec trical installer determine that
the ground path is adequate.

A 120 volt, 60 Hz., AC only, 15-amp fused, ground and
polarized electrical circuit is required. A time-delay fuse or
circuit breaker is also recommended. It is recommended that
a separate circuit serving only this range be provided.

Electronic ignition systems operat e within wide voltage limits,
but proper grounding and polari ty are necessary. Check that
the outlet provides 120-volt power and is correctly grounded.

This gas range is not required to be plugged into a GFCI
(Ground-Fault Circuit Interrupter) outlet. It is recommended
that you not plug an electric spark ignition gas range or any
other major appliance into a GFCI wall outlet as it may cause
the GFCI to trip during normal cycling.

Performance of this range will not be affected if operated on a
GFCl-protected circuit. However, occasional nuisance
tripping of the GFCI breaker is possible due to the normal
operating nature of electronic gas ranges.

The tech sheet and wiring diagram are located on the back of
the range in a plastic bag.

NOTE: The metal chassis of the range must be grounded in
order for the control panel to work. If the metal chassis of the
range is not grounded, no keypads will operate. Check with a
qualified electrician if you are in doubt as to whether the
metal chassis of the range is grounded.

Explosion Hazard

If connected to LP, have a qualified person make sure
gas pressure does not exceed 14" (36 cm) water
column.

IMPORTANT: Leak testing of the range must be conducted
according to the manufacturer’s instructions.

Type of Gas

Natural Gas:

This range is factory-set for us e with Natural gas. See “Gas
Conversions” section. The mode l/serial/rating plate located
on the oven frame behind the top right-hand side of the oven
door has information on the type s of gas that can be used. If
the types of gas listed do not include the type of gas
available, check with the local gas supplier.

LP Gas Conversion:
Conversion must be done by a qualified service technician.

No attempt shall be made to co nvert the appliance from the gas
specified on the model/serial/rating plate for use with a different
gas without consulting the se rving gas supplier. See “Gas
Conversions” section.

Gas Supply Line

Provide a gas supply line of 34" (1.9 cm) rigid pipe to the
range location. A smaller size pipe on longer runs may result
in insufficient gas supply. With LP gas, piping or tubing size
can be 2" (1.3 cm) minimum. Usually, LP gas suppliers
determine the size and materials used in the system.

NOTE: Pipe-joint compounds that resist the action of LP gas
must be used. Do not use TEFLON®' tape.

T®TEFLON is a registered trademark of E.I. Du Pont De Nemours and Company.



Flexible Metal Appliance Connector:

If local codes permit, a new CSA design-certified, 4 to 5 ft
(122 to 152.4 cm) long, ¥2" or ¥4" (1.3 or 1.9 cm) 1.D.
(inside diameter), flexible metal appliance connector may
be used for connecting range to the gas supply line.

A %" (1.3 cm) male pipe thread is needed for connection
to the female pipe threads of the inlet to the appliance
pressure regulator.

Do not kink or damage the flexible metal tubing when
moving the range.

Must include a shutoff valve:

The supply line must be equipped with a manual shutoff
valve. This valve should be located in the same room but
external to the range opening, such as an adjacent cabinet. It
should be in a location that allows ease of opening and
closing. Do not block access to shutoff valve. The valve is for
turning on or shutting off gas to the range.

Gas Pressure Regulator

The gas pressure regulator supplied with this range must be
used. The inlet pressure to the regulator should be as follows for
proper operation:

Natural Gas:

Minimum pressure: 5" WCP
Maximum pressure: 14" WCP
LP Gas:

Minimum pressure: 11" WCP
Maximum pressure: 14" WCP

Contact local gas supplier if you are not sure about the inlet
pressure.

Burner Input Requirements

Input ratings shown on the mode I/serial/rating plate are for
elevations up to 2,000 ft (609.6 m).

For elevations above 2,000 ft (609.6 m), ratings are reduced at a
rate of 4% for each 1,000 ft (304.8 m) above sea level (not
applicable for Canada).

Gas Supply Pressure Testing

Gas supply pressure for testing regulator must be at least
1" water column pressure above th e manifold pressure shown on
the model/serial/rating plate.

Line Pressure Testing Above ¥ psi Gauge (14" WCP)
The range and its individual shutoff valve must be disconnected

from the gas supply piping system during any pressure testing of
that system at test pressures in excess of ¥z psi (3.5 kPa).

Line Pressure Testing at %2 psi Gauge (14" WCP) or Lower

The range must be isolated from the gas supply piping system by
closing its individual manual sh utoff valve during any pressure
testing of the gas supply piping system at test pressures equal to
or less than % psi (3.5 kPa).

Remove shipping base, cardboard or
hardboard from under range.

7. Move range into its final locati on, making sure rear leveling
leg slides into anti-tip bracket.

8. Move range forward onto shipping base, cardboard or
hardboard to continue installing the range, using the following
installation instructions.
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1. If range height adjustment is necessary, use a wrench or
pliers to loosen the 4 leveling legs.

This may be done with the range on its back or with the range
supported on 2 legs after the range has been placed back to
a standing position.

NOTE: To place range back up into a standing position, put a
sheet of cardboard or hardboard in front of range.

The leveling legs can be loosened to add up to a maximum of
1" (2.5 cm). A minimum of 3% " (5 mm) is needed to engage
the anti-tip bracket.

NOTE: If height adjustment is made when range is standing,
tilt the range back to adjust the front legs, and then tilt
forward to adjust the rear legs.

4. When the range is at the correct height, check that there is
adequate clearance under the range for the anti-tip bracket.
Before sliding range into its final location, check that the anti-
tip bracket will slide under the range and onto the rear
leveling leg prior to anti-tip bracket installation.

NOTE: If a Trim Kit will be used, the top of the cooktop
should be higher than the counter. See the Installation
Instructions included with the Trim Kit for the correct height.

2. Attach one adapter to the gas pressure regulator and the
other adapter to the gas shutoff valve. Tighten both adapters,
being certain not to move or turn the gas pressure regulator.

Use at't " (2.4 cm) combination wrench and an adjustable
wrench to attach the flexible connector to the adapters.

IMPORTANT: All connections must be wrench-tightened. Do
not make connections to the gas regulator too tight. Making
the connections too tight may crack the regulator and cause
a gas leak. Do not allow the regulator to turn when tightening
fittings.

On Ranges Equipped with a Warming Drawer or Baking

Drawer:

1. Slide range into final location, making sure rear leveling leg
slides into anti-tip bracket. Leave a 1" (2.5 cm) gap between
the back of the range and the back wall.

2. Place the outside of your foot against the bottom front of the
warming drawer or baking drawer to keep the range from
moving, and then grasp the back of the range, as shown.

3. Slowly attempt to tilt the range forward.

If you encounter immediate resistance, the range foot is
engaged in the anti-tip bracket. Go to Step 8.

4. If the rear of the range lifts more than ¥2" (1.3 cm) off the floor
without resistance, stop tilting the range and lower it gently
back to the floor. The range foot is not engaged in the anti-tip
bracket.

IMPORTANT: If there is a snapping or popping sound when
lifting the range, the range may not be fully engaged in the
bracket. Check to see if there are obstructions keeping the
range from sliding to the wall or keeping the range foot from
sliding into the bracket. Verify that the bracket is held
securely in place by the mounting screws.

5. Slide the range forward, and verify that the anti-tip bracket is
securely attached to the floor or wall.

6. Slide range back so the rear range foot is inserted into the
slot of the anti-tip bracket.

7. Repeat steps 1 and 2 to ensure that the range foot is
engaged in the anti-tip bracket.

If the rear of the range lifts more than ¥2" (1.3 cm) off the floor
without resistance, the anti-tip bracket may not be installed
correctly. Do not operate the range without anti-tip bracket
installed and engaged. Please reference the “Warranty”
section of the User Guide to contact service.

8. Move the range into its final location. Check that the range is
level by placing a level on the oven bottom. See the “Level
Range” section.

IMPORTANT: If the range is moved to adjust the leveling
legs, verify that the anti-tip bracket is engaged by repeating
steps 1to 8.

Initial Lighting and Gas Flame Adjustments

Cooktop and oven burners use electronic igniters in place of
standing pilots. When the cooktop control knob is turned to the
ignite position, the system create s a spark to light the burner. All
cooktop burners will spark, but only the burner with the control
knob turned to the ignite position will produce a flame. This
sparking continues as long as the control knob is turned to the
ignite position.

When the oven control is turned to the desired setting, sparking
occurs and ignites the gas.

Check Operation of Cooktop Burners

Standard Surface Burners
Push in and turn each control knob to the ignite position.

The flame should light within 4 seconds. The first time a burner is
lit, it may take longer than 4 seconds to light because of air in the
gas line.
If Burners Do Not Light Properly:

Turn cooktop control knob to the off position.

Check that the range is plugged into a grounded 3 prong

outlet. Check that the circuit breaker has not tripped or the
household fuse has not blown.

Check that the gas shutoff valves are set to the open
position.

Check that burner caps are properly positioned on burner
bases.

Repeat start-up. If a burner does not light at this point, turn the
control knobs to the off position and contact your dealer or
authorized service company for assistance. Please reference the
“Warranty” section of the User Guide to contact service

If the cooktop “low” burner flame needs to be adjusted for any of
the burners, see the “Adjust Flame Height” section.

Check Operation of Oven Bake Burner

1. Press BAKE.
2. Press the Start pad.

The oven burner should light within 8 seconds. The first time
a burner is lit, it may take longer than 8 seconds to light
because of air in the gas line.

3. After 2 minutes, open the oven door and check that the oven
is warm.

Press the Off pad.
Check that the range is plugged into a grounded 3 prong

4. After 2 minutes, open the oven door and check that the oven
is warm.

If Burner Does Not Light Properly:
Press the Off pad.
Check that the range is plugged into a grounded 3 prong

outlet. Check that the circuit breaker has not tripped or the
household fuse has not blown.

Check that the gas shutoff valves are set to the open
position.

Repeat steps 1 to 3. If the burner does not light at this point,
press the off pad and contact your dealer or authorized service
company for assistance. Please reference the “Warranty” section
of the User Guide to contact service

If the broil burner flame needs to be adjusted, see the “Adjust
Flame Height” section.

Refer to the User Guide for proper operation of the oven controls.

Remove all items from inside the baking drawer, warming drawer
or premium storage drawer, and then allow the range to cool
completely before attempting to remove the drawer.

To Remove:
1. Open the drawer to its fully open position.
2. Using a flat-blade screwdriver, gently loosen the drawer from

the glide alignment notch, and then lift up the drawer
alignment tab from the glide.

3. Repeat Step 2 on the other side. The drawer is no longer
attached to the drawer glides. Using both hands, pick up the
drawer to complete the removal.
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To Replace:

1. Align the forward drawer notches with the notches in the
drawer glides on both sides. Place the rear alignment tabs
into the drawer glides on both sides.

3. Gently open and close the drawer to ensure it is seated
properly on the glides on both sides.

For normal range use, it is not suggested to remove the oven
door. However, if removal is nece ssary, make sure the oven is off
and cool. Then, follow these instru ctions. The oven door is heavy.

To Remove:
1. Open oven door all the way.

2. Pinch the hinge latch between two fingers and pull forward.
Repeat on other side of oven door.

3. Close the oven door as far as it will shut.
4. Lift the oven door while holding both sides.

Continue to push the oven door closed and pull it away from
the oven door frame.



To Replace:

1.

Insert both hanger arms into th e door. Be sure that the hinge
notches are engaged in the oven door frame.

Open the oven door.
The door should be able to open all the way.

Move the hinge levers back to the locked position. Check
that the door is free to open and close and is level while
closed. If it is not, repeat the removal and installation
procedures.

Check that all parts are now installed. If there is an extra part,
go back through the steps to see which step was skipped.

Check that you have all of your tools.

Check that you have all of the range accessories, especially
oven racks. These accessories may be in the range
packaging.

Dispose of/recycle all packaging materials.

Check that the range is level. See the “Level Range” section.

Use a mild solution of liquid household cleaner and warm
water to remove waxy residue caused by shipping material.
Dry thoroughly with a soft cloth. For more information, see
the “Range Care” section of the User Guide.

Read the User Guide.

Turn on surface burners and oven. See the User Guide for
specific instructions on range operation.

NOTE: Odors and smoke are normal when the oven is used
the first few times.

If Range Does Not Oper ate, Check the Following:

Household fuse is intact and tight, or circuit breaker has not
tripped.

Gas pressure regulator shutoff valve is in the open position.
Range is plugged into a grounded 3 prong outlet.
Electrical supply is connected.

When the range has been on for 5 minutes, check for heat. If
the range is cold, turn off the range and check that the gas
supply line shutoff valve is open.

If the gas supply line shutoff valve is closed, open it, and
then repeat the 5-minute test as outlined above.

If the gas supply line shutoff valve is open, close it, and
contact a qualified technician.
